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ABOUT HISTORY & GENEALOGY AT ST. LOUIS COUNTY LIBRARY 

Founded in 1998, the History & Genealogy Department is a nationally 
recognized research collection. Substantial print, microfilm, and elec-
tronic holdings offer information for the St. Louis area, Missouri, and 
states east of the Mississippi, with emphasis on migration trails leading 
into Missouri. The department also offers substantial resources for Afri-
can American, French Canadian, German, Swiss, and British Isles re-
search. The National Genealogical Society Collection makes 30,000 
print items, including 10,000 family histories, available for checkout and 
interlibrary loan. The History & Genealogy Department at St. Louis 
County Library is an FamilySearch affiliate library.
